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Course description including main topics

By car (see also plan below)
From Brussels: take the E40 to “Liège/Luik”, and take exit “Leuven” (no number);
turn right at the traffic lights; this is the Leuven ring road. Follow the ring road
towards the train station. Drive through the tunnel and keep to your left. Circle
around the first traffic island (see “A” on plan), and turn back towards the signal
house (see “B” on the plan) and from there follow the road alongside the railway
tracks (see “C” on the plan) until your reach the underground parking of the
“Provinciehuis”.Parking spaces are also available under the train station, which
are easily accessible by driving into the tunnel; the entrance of the parking is at
50m on the right.
From Genk/Hasselt: Take the A4 – E314, exit 15 “Leuven”; at the third traffic
lights turn right; this is the Leuven ring road. Follow directions as mentioned
above.
From Luxemburg/Namen: Take the A’- E411, exit 8 “Leuven”; near Hamme-Mille
turn left onto the N25 to Leuven; at the first traffic lights turn left towards “Leuven”
and follow until you reach the “Naamsepoort” and Leuven ring road. Turn right
onto the ring road and follow directions as mentioned above.
